Drop Off/Pick Up

The Garden's entrance walking path (through our antique lower gate) is approximately 500 feet and leads to the Admission Gate.
School groups must walk quietly up the path to the Admission Gate. To make alternative arrangements for visitors with mobility
issues, please contact the Tour Coordinator. Buses may NOT drive up the service road to the admission gate.

For large groups and groups of visitors with physical limitations, buses may be allowed to drive up the service road to the
Admission Gate for drop off and pick up at the discretion of the Garden staff. Bus drop off at the Admission Gate must be
arranged in advance. The area at the Admission Gate is generally large enough for one bus at time. During drop off and pick up
at the Admission Gate, drivers must stop at least 40 feet from the Admission Gate and must turn off the engine. Following drop
off, the driver must return the bus to the parking lot until the scheduled pick up time.

Parking
Bus parking is available in the Rose Garden parking lot. Generally, additional space is available in the parking spaces near the
tennis courts.
